FFAI Commemorative Ceremony 
 
In 1981, ten Irish Republicans jailed in the H-
Blocks of Long Kesh staged a hunger strike 
to win status as political prisoners. Beginning 
with Bobby Sands, all ten died as a result of 
British intransigence. 
 
At  10:00 AM on August 20 there will be a 
29th Anniversary Commemorative service at 
the Hunger Strikers Memorial, Bobby Sands 
Circle, on Maple Ave in Hartford.  This is the 
only monument of its kind in the US.   The 
monument features a bed of green, white, 
and orange flowers that form the Irish flag. 
The Celtic Cross is surrounded by a half-
circle of 32 small bushes representing the 32 
counties of Ireland.
